TIMES TESTS:  Today was the first multiplication facts test!!! Every four weeks, all students will be 

taking a multiplication facts quiz (100 facts, 0’s through 12’s in 6 minutes). We have been working on this 

periodically in class, however you could also help your student at home to prepare for this quiz.  

1) Make multiplication flash cards and quiz your student. 

2) Print each of the four different Times Test forms from my website and practice, practice, 

practice! 

3) Log onto Hoodamath.com and have your student practice the multiplication timed test online. 

4) Play Multiplication War with a deck of cards (remove the Kings, Queens = 12, Jacks = 11, and 

Aces = 1).
