The Dewey Decimal System

At a Glance

Fiction books are stories made up by an author. They are
shelved alphabetically by the authors’ last names.

Nonfiction books are books about things that are true.
They are shelved by subject. For instance, all books about
snakes are on the shelf together. Nonfiction books are
shelved according to the Dewey Decimal System, which
organizes books into 10 big groups:

000  Generalities
Unsolved mysteries, computers,
encyclopedias
100  Philosophy, Psychology
School, friends, feelings, ghosts, occult,
astrology, the paranormal
200  Religion
Major religions, ancient myths,
Bible and Bible stories
300  Social Sciences
Almanacs, politics, money, crime,
riddles, folk and fairy tales
400 Languages
Dictionaries, language instruction,
slang
500  Pure Science
Math, physics, biology, chemistry,
astronomy, geology
600  Applied Science
Medicine, engineering (cars, trains,
planes, space travel), farming, pets
700  Fine Arts and Recreation
Crafts, decorating, painting, music,
movies, television, sports
800 Literature
Poetry, plays, short stories, jokes,
Shakespeare, writing, horror tales
900 Geography and History
Travel, world cultures, history
